	Unit Outcomes
Make sense of belief: 
· Re-tell religious stories making connections with personal experiences 
Understand the impact: 
· Recall simply what happens at a traditional Christian infant baptism and dedication 
· Recall simply what happens when a baby is welcomed into a religion other than Christianity. 
Make connections
· Share and record occasions when things have happened in their lives that made them feel special

	Pupils will know that…
· Christians believe God came to Earth in human form as Jesus. 
· Christians believe Jesus came to show that all people are precious and special to God.

	Pupils will know that… 
· The word God is a name. 

· Christians believe God is Creator of the universe.

	Pupils will know that…
· Christians remember Jesus’ last week at Easter. 
· Jesus’ name means ‘He saves’. 
· Christians believe Jesus came to show God’s love. 
· Christians try to show love to others.
	Unit Outcomes
Make sense of beliefs: 
· Begin to recognise that for Christians, Muslims or Jews, these special things link to beliefs about God 
Understand the impact: 
· Recognise that some religious people have places which have special meaning for them 
· Talk about the things that are special and valued in a place of worship 
Make connections: 
· Talk about somewhere that is special to themselves and explain why

· Get to know and use appropriate words to talk about their thoughts and feelings when visiting a church (or other place of worship)

· Express a personal response to the natural world

Make sense of belief: 
· Talk about some religious stories 

· Recognise some religious words, e.g. about God

Rationale behind the order of the units 

· Unit F4 is a good start unit as it links to the children settling in and belonging to a new school.  There are good links to other areas of learning.

· Unit F2 and F3 link with the celebration of Christmas and Easter at this time of year.

· Unit F1 fits well after the unit about the importance of Christmas for Christians as it builds on the idea of Jesus as God on Earth.

· Units F4, F5 and F6 are thematic units so they consolidate and revise a number of themes and link a variety of religions.
