	Vocabulary

	English
	EYFS – The children will be exploring Autumn stories including Leaf Man and We’re going on a Leaf Hunt and the story of Christopher Pumpkin. We will be exploring the Gingerbread Man and the children will be encouraged to use language from the story to retell it. They will explore the structure of stories such as these and talk about what happened. They will explore rhyme through a variety of Autumn and volcano poems. They will have guided reading once a week and will be heard read at least once a week individually. In phonics they will continue to build their knowledge of Phase 2 sounds, using these to segment and blend words as well as being introduced to other tricky words.
Year 1 and 2 – The children will be exploring autumn stories, including Leaf Man and We’re going on a leaf hunt as well as autumn poems and volcano poems. They will hear the Gingerbread Man and will be learning to recite the story for themselves using appropriate story language. They will create their own story based on this. They will have guided reading once a week and will be heard read at least once a week individually.
Year 1 – They will sound out words when writing, use finger spaces between words, use a full stop to end a sentence, form letters correctly. 
Year 2 – They will make regular use of a full stop and capital letter in a sentence, use ‘and’ and other conjunctions such as ‘so’ and ‘because’ to extend sentences, use a ? and ! appropriately for a question or exclamation.

	Maths
	EYFS - The children will have regular practice counting from 0- 20 and will begin to count groups of objects more accurately, touching each one as they count. They will recognize written numerals to at least 5 and will become more confident at recognising arrangements of pictures and objects up to 5 without counting. They will begin to comment about how numbers can be made e.g. That’s 4 because there’s 3 there and 1 more there and 3+1=4. They will begin to understand that a number can be made in different way e.g. 4 can be 3+1 or 2+2 or 1+1+1+1 or 4+0. They will link their knowledge of numbers 1, 2, 3 to 2D shapes and will begin to notice how many sides and corners a shape has. They will be introduced to the concepts of 1 more and 1 less than a number.
Year 1 – They will explore 1 more/1less to 20 and beyond and will remember simple addition and subtraction facts with 10 and increasingly to 20. They will learn how to bridge to the next 10 first e.g. 7+5 = 7+3=10+2=12 and count in 2s to 20, 10s to 100 and 5s to 50. They will understand the multiplication and division symbol and use objects to solve these calculations. They will make equal groups of objects and record as repeated addition. They will recognise £ and p symbols and make amounts to 20p including finding different ways of making a given amount.

Year 2 – They will add and subtract a two digit and 1 digit number confidently mentally using strategies such as adding to the next 10 first e.g. 37+5 = 37+3=40+2=42. They will explore number facts to10, 20 and multiples of 10 to100. They will know 2, 5 and 10 times table facts and solve multiplication and division calculations, recognize that x and divide are inverse operations and using multiplication facts to support division. They will know that multiplication can be done in any order but division cannot and will solve problems involving multiplication and division. They will make amounts to £1 including finding different ways of making a given amount and give change for an amount up to £1

Y1 - Observe and describe weather associated with the seasons and how day length varies.
	EYFS – The children will be exploring the outdoor environment to look for signs of Autumn. They will be collecting and sorting leaves in different ways, discussing similarities and differences. They will comment on the weather outside and will be aware of the links between seasons and weather.

Year 1 and 2 – The children will be exploring the seasons and will understand features that make up each of the 4 seasons. They will look at signs of Autumn and will be investigating wind strength, drawing conclusions based on their observations. They will find out about nocturnal animals and the concept of hibernation.

	EYFS – The children will learn where London is and some of the features of London as a city. The children will be exploring volcanoes and what happens when they erupt. They will begin to understand where these places are in the world and whether they are near to where they live. 
Year 1 and 2 - The children will understand why London is significant and will be able to name some key buildings and features. They will find out about the key location of volcanoes around the world through naming oceans and using language such as North, East. South and West. They will be aware that volcanoes can be defined as active, dormant or extinct.

	EYFS - The children will have lots of opportunities to be creative and will be exposed to lots of different art materials including pencil, charcoal, crayon, paint, chalk, tissue paper, felt and glitter. They will begin to use lines and shapes to create representational drawings and will learn how to combine more than one material to create a picture. They will explore how two colours can be mixed to create new colours in order to create a fire picture. They will use clay to mould and sculpt a hedgehog, using materials and tools to create features.

Year 1 and 2 - The children will be creating pictures of the Great Fire of London, learning to combine different materials to create effects. They will use charcoal and chalk to sketch a badger, considering how to create different lines and tones using these materials. They will explore the primary colours and how they create new colours. The children will understand that combining different materials creates interesting textures and effects. They will create a sculpture of a volcano in small groups, collaborating together and will be exposed to the technique of papier mache.

	EYFS – They will be introduced to the Great Fire of London as being long ago and will learn what happened during this event. They will begin to recognize that life was very different then. The children will learn about the eruption of Mount Vesuvius long ago. They will also find out why we celebrate bonfire night
Year 1 and 2 – The children will find out about the events of The Great Fire of London. They will explore a variety of evidence about the fire and begin to understand when this happened, why it happened and the effect it had on the city of London. They will also look at the eruption of Mount Vesuvius and the effect this had on the people and surrounding area. The children will begin to appreciate how life was different at this time. They will also learn about why we celebrate bonfire night and the history behind this.

They will decide what they have to be thankful for at Christmas time and will understand key events in the Christmas Story. They will also explore the Hindu celebration of Diwali, the story behind this and key features of the festival. They will hear first-hand experiences from their friends in class.

Year 1 and 2 – The children will be exploring their voices to sing, learning to start and stop as instructed by the conductor and grasp the pitch of the starting note accurately. They will learn to sing in a round and with an ostinato. They will prepare for the Christmas play.

	EYFS - The children will continue to develop their use of drawing software on the computer, investigating how the movement of the mouse affects what they draw, rather than always relying on the touch screen to do this. They will learn to draw shapes as well as wiggly and straight lines, changing the colour and brush size.

Year 1 – The children will be typing sentences to describe what happened in the Great Fire of London. They will be encouraged to use the space bar accurately (only one press) as well as beginning to use the shift key to create a capital letter. They will understand that their typing automatically goes to the next line and that the ‘enter’ key is only needed if they wish to have a new line sooner than the end.

Year 2 – The children will be using typing an account based on imagining that they were alive at the Great Fire of London. They will use Microsoft Word to write their account and will consistently use the shift key for capital letters as well as experiment with punctuation keys such as? and ! They will learn how to change the font size.
