 Class 1 Autumn term 1 – 2022 – 2023        Topic: Me and My School
	English

The children will be exploring the texts ‘Mixed’ and ‘Remixed’, ‘School is more than a building’, ‘Whiffy Wilson, the wolf who wouldn’t go to school’ and ‘Oh Boris’. 
Please continue to read daily with your child and record this in their reading diary. The focus of skills for each year group will be…
Year 1 - sound out words to spell, use a full stop to end a sentence and form letters correctly starting in the right place and not taking their pencil off the paper.

Year 2 – regular use of a full stop and capital letter in a sentence, careful letter formation with letter size distinguished, ensuring hanging letters such as ‘p’ ‘y’ and ‘g’ hang under the line, beginning to use ‘and’ to join sentences.

	Maths - Year 1

- Count to and across 100, forward and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number

- Read and write numbers to 20 in numerals and words, 

- Given a number, identify one more and one less,

- Identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representations including the number line and use the vocabulary of: equal to; more than; less than (fewer); most; least

- Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving addition (+), subtraction (-) and equals (=) signs accurately 

- Represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts within 10 

- Add and subtract 1-digit numbers to 9 (9 + 9, 8 - 5), including zero 

- Solve one step problems that involve addition and subtraction using concrete objects and pictorial representations and missing number problems e.g. 7= ___ - 9
	Maths - Year 2
- Count in steps of 2, 5 and 10 from zero

- Recognise the place value of each digit in a 2-digit number (tens, ones)  

- Identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations including the number line.

- Use place value and number facts to solve problems.

- Compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100

- Read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words

- Use greater than, less than and = signs

- Solve problems with addition and subtraction using concrete objects and pictorial representations, including those involving numbers, quantities and measures. 

- Rapidly recall and use addition and subtraction facts to 20 and derive and use related facts to 100 e.g. 4 + 2 = 6, therefore 40+20 = 60

- Add and subtract numbers with up to two 2-digits including using column addition without carrying and column subtraction without borrowing 

- Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations and mentally including: a 2-digit number and ones, a 2-digit number and tens, two 2-digit numbers and three 1 digit numbers

- Use subtraction in ‘take away’ and ‘find the difference’ problems 

- Show that addition can be done in any order (commutative) and subtraction cannot 

- Recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check calculations and solve missing number problems.

	Science

The children will be naming and locating parts of the body as well as some key bones. They will name their 5 senses and complete a sound investigation. They will find out whether taller people have bigger feet and whether our feet are always bigger than our hands. They will realise that human life is a life cycle and will understand what humans need to stay alive.

	Geography

The children will be exploring the location of our school and understanding terms such as village, town and city. We will be looking at a map of our classroom and our school building and discussing the use of each room. We then be creating our own maps of the school grounds, learning to create a key and understanding bird’s eye view.

	Art

The children will be investigating famous portraits and self portraits and creating our own self portrait. We will be trying out different types of pencil and experimenting with the best way to place features on our face within our drawing. We will be making light and dark tones with pencil crayons. We will be backing our work in the style of the artist Henri Matisse

	History

The children will be talking about what a family tree is and understanding generations. They will be comparing a photo of themselves as a baby with what they look like now and will be discussing how they change as they grow and what they can do at different ages. They will looking at what the school looked like in the more immediate past as well as longer ago. This will include sharing photographs and artefacts with the children as well as hearing from two local people who attended the school as children (2 different generations)

	Computing

The children will be identifying parts of a computer and will become more familiar with saving and opening their work. They will be practising their mouse control, drawing and word processing skills.
