Rationale behind the order of the units 

· Unit 1.2 links to harvest and therefore is best suited to being the first unit of the year.

· Unit 1.7 gives the children opportunity to build on the thematic units from EYFS which incorporate Judaism. Splitting the unit into 2 parts, but not teaching them consecutively, gives the children more opportunity to recall and consolidate learning than if they are consecutive (retrieval). 

· Unit 1.6 gives the children opportunity to build on the thematic units from EYFS which incorporate Islam. Splitting the unit into 2 parts, but not teaching them consecutively, gives the children more opportunity to recall and consolidate learning than if they are consecutive (retrieval). 

· Units 1.1 and 1.2 link well together and are therefore taught in the same year to build on knowledge.
· Units 1.3, 1.4 and 1.5 link to the celebration of Christmas and Easter and are therefore taught in the respective terms.  Unit 1.5 builds on Unit 1.4 and therefore comes after it.
· Units 1.8, 1.9, 1.10 are thematic units so they consolidate and revise a number of themes and link a variety of religions.

Make connections: 
· Give examples of ways in which people express their identity and belonging within faith communities and other communities, responding sensitively to differences 
· Talk about what they think is good about being in a community, for people in faith communities and for themselves, giving a good reason for their ideas.

Make sense of belief: 
· Identify a story or text that says something about each person being unique and valuable 
· Give an example of a key belief some people find in one of these stories (e.g. that God loves all people) 
· Give a clear, simple account of what Genesis 1 tells Christians and Jews about the natural world 
Understand the impact: 
· Give an example of how people show that they care for others (e.g. by giving to charity), making a link to one of the stories 

· Give examples of how Christians and Jews can show care for the natural earth 

· Say why Christians and Jews might look after the natural world 

Make connections: 
· Think, talk and ask questions about what difference believing in God makes to how people treat each other and the natural world 
· Give good reasons why everyone (religious and non-religious) should care for others and look after the natural world.

· Christians celebrate Jesus’ birth, and Advent for Christians is a time for getting ready for Jesus’ coming

· Christians believe Jesus’ teachings make people think hard about how to live and show them the right way
	Pupils will know that…
· Easter is very important in the ‘big story’ of the Bible. Jesus showed that he was willing to forgive all people, even for putting him on the cross. 
· Christians believe Jesus builds a bridge between God and humans.
· Christians believe Jesus rose from the dead, giving people hope of a new life
	Unit Outcomes
Make sense of belief: 
· Recognise that there are special places where people go to worship, and talk about what people do there 
· Identify at least three objects used in worship in two religions and give a simple account of how they are used and something about what they mean 
· Identify a belief about worship and a belief about God, connecting these beliefs simply to a place of worship 
Understand the impact: 
· Give examples of stories, objects, symbols and actions used in churches, mosques and/or synagogues that show what people believe 
· Give simple examples of how people worship at a church, mosque or synagogue 
· Talk about why some people like to belong to a sacred building or a community. 
Make connections: 
· Think, talk and ask good questions about what happens in a church, synagogue or mosque, saying what they think about these questions, giving good reasons for ideas 
· Talk about what makes some places special to people, and the difference is between religious and non-religious special places. 
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
